Key Stage Three

	Design & Technology is taught through three focus areas, Food, Textiles and Product Design with Systems. 
Each focus area works a carousel of 14 weeks in years 7-9 and is concerned with the designing and making of quality products using a range of materials and processes.  ICT is used throughout the key stage featuring CAD where appropriate
Each student in Years 8 & 9 receives 3 hours of teaching over 2 weeks except in Year 7 who have 4 hours fortnightly.

Creativity is central to our ethos and we encourage all students to be innovative, autonomous and display initiative.


Key Stage Four

	The faculty offers four subjects at GCSE in Design & Technology which follow AQA & Edexcel specifications. They are: Food Technology, Graphic Products, Product Design and Textiles Technology.  All are taught in specialist rooms with access to ICT facilities and colour printing.

All courses require students to follow a similar pathway through research, analysis, generating ideas, evaluating and the creation of a prototype product.  Controlled assessment is worth 60% and the theory 40% of the final mark.

Each student in Year 10 receives 5 hours of teaching over 2 weeks and 4 hours in Year 11.  This is supported by relevant homework and tutorials.
Schemes of work include:

Food Technology:  Product analysis and Food for Life.
Graphic Products:  Prototype modelling, use of SMART materials, Point of sale packaging and use of CAD/CAM. 

Product Design:  Lighting project and small furniture project.

Textiles Technology:  Techniques book and garment project



Key Stage five

	The faculty offer three A level courses which follow the AQA & Edexcel specifications.  Students have 9 hours of teaching over 2 weeks supported by homework, independent study and tutorials.
All courses comprise 50% coursework and 50% theory.  The courses are:
Product Design-3D Design: The course covers a wide range of designing, making and modelling skills with projects such as designing a chair and a shelter at AS level through to architectural modelling at A2.  Graphics presentation skills are taught throughout the course.
Product Design- Food:  Students study Food Science and Industrial Processes within the food industry, modern trends affecting food purchasing before selecting a coursework project of their choice.
Product Design- Textiles:  Students learn advanced techniques and elementary pattern drafting before selecting a coursework project of their choice.  Products include: garments, accessories and home furnishings.



Resources

	The faculty has a full range of up to date resources including:
Laser technology as well as traditional CAD/CAM equipment.  We have CNC sewing machines and sublimation technology and 52 top of the range computers to deliver the curriculum as well as an A3 colour laser printer.

Data projectors and interactive whiteboards are situated in each teaching area of the faculty and supplement teaching and learning with excellent industry standard software including, Pro/Desktop, Speed step, Photo shop and virtual reality software.

Digital cameras play an important role in recording student progress at all key stages.
Basic resources include a range of fabrics, dyes and batik, food mixers, microwaves and blenders, as well as quality plywood, acrylics and hardwoods.
